A choir for people who love to sing a cappella Christian sacred choral works

A place to sing pieces which were (mostly) written for Christian sacred spaces, but selecting
only texts which derive from Jewish sources and which therefore do not contain references to
Jesus, ‘the holy spirit’, etc

An opportunity to meet more Jewish people who love to sing this sort of music!

Designed for singers who have some experience of this sort of repertoire, who have good
sight-singing skills, and who can comfortably hold a part with only a small number of others
A place to have fun — to sing to a high standard just for the love of it. Please note: there will
be no public performance

A choir where you can sing a wide range of a cappella music — Sarah and John will select
pieces from Renaissance composers all the way through to the modern period
